The scope of this task group is to investigate premise plumbing water supply system design
provisions that would result in improved water quality and water- and/or energy-efficiency
performance. Strategies to investigate include minimizing pipe sizes and lengths, strategically
locating fixtures and appliances near each other and to the water heater, piping strategies to
prevent or minimize stagnation, velocity minimums and maximums for water quality control,
and technologies for leak detection devices. The recommendations provided by the task group
will be forwarded to the WE-Stand Technical Committee for consideration in the development
of the 2023 edition of the WE-Stand.
