The scope of this task group is to review gray water system provisions and generate new
provisions for gray water-ready plumbing in new construction or plumbing remodels. Alse;
disasters: The recommendations provided by the task group will be forwarded to the WE-Stand
Technical Committee for consideration in the development of the 2023 edition of the WE-Stand.

Goals for the meeting.
A. Discuss and review the following documents provided by the Chair, Laura Allen:
i. CCGA Compliance Guidance in Illustrations
The Task Group determined that illustrations from the document are to be included
in the proposed recommendations if permitted.
ii. Summary Graywater Policy State Local
The Task Group reviewed the full document and provided feedback on the listed
requirements.

discussion of criteria.

e Taylor Duran is to assist with making provisional language comply with [APMO’s
Manual of Style.
